2.  Class Meetings:

We will NOT be holding regular class meetings.  Individual meetings and a site visit will be required instead

3.  Individual Meetings:

You are required to meet with me individually three (3) times during the semester.  While I recognize that you have individual supervision at your site, you are expected to take advantage of these individual meetings by coming prepared to discuss clinical, developmental, ethical, etc. issues that may arise throughout the semester.  Please try to space these meetings evenly throughout the semester.  None of us will get much use from meetings too close together.   
It is your responsibility to set up the individual meetings with me, preferably in person or via email.  

4.  Site Visit

Our second individual meeting will take place at your practicum placement site.  Again, it will be your responsibility to set up this meeting.  I would prefer that the meeting take place during your regular supervision time with your site supervisor present for at least a portion of the time.  For example, if you meet with your supervisor on Wednesday at 1pm, try to schedule my visit for 1:30.  I would also prefer to get some kind of “tour” of your site while I’m there.  I feel that the site visits will give me a much better understanding of your clinical work.  

I am only working 50% this semester so my time is somewhat limited.  I will try to accommodate your supervision times; however I am NOT be available on Monday mornings from 8-11 (in class) or Monday or Wednesday afternoons after 4 (at EPTC).   If we cannot find a time that coordinates with your site supervision, or if your site supervisor objects, we’ll work out another day and time.
